Scanner Slide Preparation

Types of slides to use:

Make certain that your slides are no larger than:

Length:  75.0 to 76.2mm

Width: 25.0 to 26.0mm

Thickness: 0.85 to 1.05mm

The best type of coverslip is 1.5H or 0.17mm thick.

Other information:

· The slides must be dry and clean. 

· Permount or mounting media should not be oozing out of the slide.

· Don’t leave any fingernail polish blobs on the coverslips. 

· Cracked slides cannot be scanned.

· Slides must have coverslips on in order for the best results.

· There should not be any paper labels or cover slips hanging over the edges of the slides.

· Fill out a CRI Scanner Service Request Form and leave your box of slides with it.

· Be sure to have your name on your slide box.

· Do not have the samples too close to the edges or the label area. As they may not get scanned in.

· Please pick up your scanned slides after notification and remember that your files will only be on the server in your cnet for 30-days so download your files as soon as possible.
