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This course is designed as a survey of the organizational, regional, and political economic dynamics involved in the current global transformation of manufacturing. The core concern is with the dynamics that follow from vertical disintegration and the break-up of old style hierarchical firms.  Global production networks, regional development and adjustment cases in the developing and developed world constitute  the cases within which these dynamics play themselves out.

Requirements:

Everyone will be expected to make one presentation of the reading material for one week.  The presentation should not be a summary of the material, but rather an organized presentation of themes for discussion that the material raises.  A research paper on one of the themes of the course will also be required.  Papers should be no longer than 30 pages.
